	I can only tell you what my mother said.  She said that it was take soon after Grandpa’s funeral.    I know it wasn’t taken the next day because……………………
there was terrific rain before and during his funeral  and they had to bring him (Frank)  back home and bury him the next day or two.  Uncle Lee had to leave right after the funeral because if he had stayed, he could not get back home in Mich because of all the swollen streams. 
This picture was taken in Grandma Anderson’s garden.  If you look at the plant in the front left, it is a seasonal flower, also the grass is green and full.  I don’t think it was take in the fall, summer maybe.  I think the way the light falls on some of the foliage, it creates a reflection and makes it look as if the leave is dead.   It was also taken before Grandma Anderson fell and broke her hip.  The children  met again later in the Summer of 1933 when they were making decisions as what to do with the care of Grandma and the property.   I look at the solemn and sad look on some of the faces, and can see the loss is still visible.
I also know this had to be soon after grandpa died, because the Norris Dam project had started and their property had been surveyed as part of that project, because it laid on the south side of a hill that separated them from the Powell River.  It was not known if their land would be taken.   Also, all the children had moved away from home except my mother and she was at LMU, but had come back home for a while. Some of the children had married and had their own families.   Before  that particular time they had arranged for Susan Oglesby and her brother to live with grandma and grandpa to help take care of them.  Susan and her brother came from the John Tarleton home in Knoxville.   They are in the 1930 Union Co., TN Census.
Susan later married Arthur Creech and was the Clerk of Blue Springs Church after Grandpa Anderson died. Arthur’s parents bought the Uncle Wash place.
